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The BRAINS Image Bank is collating anonymised (so far as is possible) images and associated clinical data from ‘normal’ individuals at all ages (from prenatal to old age) primarily in Scotland. The Data (as defined in the Data Contribution Schedule) will be provided to the BRAINS team based in the University of Edinburgh, to enable the University of Edinburgh to host the Data, on behalf of, and under the governance of, a Scotland-wide steering committee which comprises: principal investigators of the original studies (including experts in obstetrics, paediatrics, geriatrics, neuroimaging, psychology); experts in ethics, governance and law, and two lay representatives or other relevant persons and/or bodies (the “BRAINS Steering Committee”). 

If you would like to contribute Data to the BRAINS Image Bank, this Agreement states or confirms that:

· You, the Principal Investigator, will provide, on behalf of the Contributor (both terms as defined in the Data Contribution Schedule) a version of Data that is as up to date, accurate and anonymised (so far as is possible). The date of submission and a version number will be recorded by the BRAINS team.

· You will provide a contact person for any queries about the original Data.

· You will provide a reference to your study methodology (ideally a peer-reviewed paper, and/or website) and funders, which will be included on the BRAINS website.

· You will notify the BRAINS team if the Data have been deposited in any other database. 

· Only Data that you wish to share should be provided. There is no obligation to provide Data that has been collected. Additional variables can be added at a later date.

· Once Data have been provided, you agree that the BRAINS Steering Committee can make any decisions about the use of the Data. 

· The BRAINS team (based in Edinburgh) will host and manage the Data securely on behalf of the BRAINS Steering Committee.

· The University of Edinburgh is the Data Controller for the purposes of the Data Protection Act 1998 of all Data contributed to the BRAINS Image Bank by you.

· The Data may be used to produce brain templates. 

· Appropriate ethics approval is in place to allow the use of the Data for the purpose of the Project (as defined in the Data Contribution Schedule) or that the healthy volunteer to which the Data relates has authorised the use of his/her Data for the purposes of the Project.     

· All use of the Data will require an application to the BRAINS Image Bank, and approval by the BRAINS Steering Committee.

1. The Data are provided to the BRAINS team (based in Edinburgh) to enable Edinburgh to host and develop the BRAINS Image 

Bank, on behalf of the BRAINS Steering Committee, which incorporates the Data provided by any Contributor (including 

Edinburgh). 

2. The Contributor acknowledges that the BRAINS team can access and/or use the Data for the purposes of the Project, for the purposes of maintaining, modifying, upgrading and updating or the like of the BRAINS Image Bank from time to 

Time, and for the purposes of generating the Derived Data, in all instances without further notice to the Contributor and/or the Principal Investigator.

The BRAINS Steering Committee will require the Applicants to agree that the Data and/or Derived Data will be accessed and/or used by the Applicants for the duration of the Project (as determined by the BRAINS Steering Committee) and solely for the purposes of the Project and not for any other purpose without the prior written consent of the BRAINS Steering Committee. The BRAINS Steering Committee will require the Applicants to agree not to use the Data and/or Derived Data for any commercial purpose without the prior written consent of the BRAINS Steering Committee.

Edinburgh will hold all Derived Data and all intellectual property rights therein as custodian for the BRAINS Steering Committee. The BRAINS Steering Committee will own all Derived Data.

Edinburgh will keep the Data confidential for so long as such Data remains confidential in nature, notwithstanding termination or expiry of this Agreement, other than for the purposes set out in Clauses 1, 2 and 3 above. The obligation in this Clause 6 shall not apply where Edinburgh can prove that the Data:

(a) has become public knowledge, other than through an unauthorised disclosure by Edinburgh;

(b) was already known to Edinburgh prior to disclosure by the Contributor or was independently developed by Edinburgh without use of or recourse to the Data;

(c) was disclosed to Edinburgh by a third party not under any obligation of confidence to the Contributor; or

(d) is required to be disclosed by law or by requirement of a regulatory body or court order.

Any publications made by any Applicant and/or the BRAINS Steering Committee of results arising from any analysis of the Data and/or Derived Data will be produced in accordance with normal academic practice including (without limitation) appropriate acknowledgement of co-authors, any published paper from which the Data and/or Derived Data derives, the version of the Data and/or Derived Data used, the role of the Applicant and/or the BRAINS Steering Committee, the relevant primary collectors of the Data and/or Derived Data and their funders (including but not limited to SINAPSE and any funders listed on the BRAINS website www.brainsimagebank.ac.uk). Any publications should follow citation guidance as provided on www.brainsimagebank.ac.uk, including reference to this website and the Protocol for the Project.

(c) Edinburgh’s and/or the BRAINS Steering Committee and/or any Applicant’s use of the Data will not infringe any third party intellectual property or other rights.

9. The Contributor acknowledges and agrees that any Derived Data is provided on an “as is” basis. Edinburgh and/or the BRAINS Steering Committee and/or any Applicant give no warranty, express or implied, that:-

(a) the Derived Data are accurate or complete;

(b) the Derived Data are fit for any particular purpose; or

The parties agree that Scots law shall govern this Agreement and the Scottish courts shall have exclusive jurisdiction over any matter relating to it.
